




























































































































































2010 TAX EXTENSION REDUCTION ALLOCATION

WHEREAS, the Board of Education of Itasca School District #10 of DuPage

County, Illinois, has heretofore levied taxes for the tax year 2010 and certified such levies

to the County Clerk of DuPage County, Illinois; and

WHEREAS, the extension of the taxes heretofore levied by the board may be

reduced, in the aggregate, if such aggregate extension exceeds the extension limitation

established in Section 1-5 of the Property Tax Limitation Act (p.A. 87-17) ("Act"); and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 1-10 of the Act, the County Clerk is obligated to

make reduction proportionally for each of the District's funds unless otherwise requested

by the board; and

WHEREAS, the Act permits the board to request that the County Clerk reduce the

extension other than proportionally for each of the District's fimds unless otherwise

requested by the board; and

WHEREAS, the Act permits the board to request that the County Clerk reduce the

extension other than proportionally among the various funds of the District;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE [T RESOLVED by the Board of Education of Itasca

School District #10, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

I. The Superintendent of Schools is authorized to determine the appropriate

amount for reduction in the aggregate extension of the 2010 levy of the

District, including the allocation of the reduction among the various funds

of the District, should the aggregate extension of the District for 2010

need to be reduced by operation of the Property Tax Limitation Act.



2. The County Clerk is authorized to accept the written request of the

Superintendent stating the method and allocation of any such reduction at

the request of the Board of Education under Section 1-10 of the Act.

3. This resolution shall be in effect forthwith upon its adoption. Adopted this

9tl1 day of March, 2011.

Approval of a $250,000 lnterfund Loan in Principal
from the Working Cash Fund to the Transportation Fund

March 9,2011

Working Cash is the fund that was established by the sale of bonds. With the delays
experienced in Transportation funding from the State of Illinois for the Fiscal Year 20 II,
the cash flow deficiency until the latc spring tax revenues can be circumvcntcd by an
intcrfund loan.

Thc Superintendent recommcnds that the Board of Education approve an interfund loan
of $250,000 from the Working Cash Fund to the Transportation Fund to be repaid as
specified by State Law.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION DIRECTING THE
SCHOOL TREASURER TO LOAN MONEYS FROM THE WORKING
CASH FUND TO THE TRANSPORTATION FUND

WHEREAS, the Working Cash Fund of Itasca School District No. 10, DuPage County,

Illinois (the "School District"), was duly created pursuant to Article 20 of The School Code of

Illinois (the "School Code"), 105 ILCS 5/20-1 et seq., for the purpose of enabling the School

District to have in its treasury at all times sufficient money to meet demands thereon for ordinary

and necessary expenditures for corporate purposes; and

WHEREAS, the School District presently has on deposit in its Working Cash Fund

moneys in an amount not less than $ 2,759,854; and

WHEREAS, Section 20-5 of the School Code provides that the Board of Education has

the authority to make loans from the Working Cash Fund to another fund of the School District

from time to time, the same to be repaid by the School Treasurer upon receipt of tax collections

from the extension of taxes; and

WHEREAS, the School District has levied taxes in the amount of $ 325,877 for its

Transportation Fund (the "Anticipated Taxes") for the 2010-11 fiscal year; and

WHEREAS, the aggregate amount of warrants or notes heretofore issued in anticipation

of the Anticipated Taxes together with the amount of interest accrued and which the Board of

Education estimates will accrue tllereon is $0; and

WHEREAS, the aggregate amount of receipts from taxes imposed to replace revenue lost

by units of local government and school districts as a result of the abolition of ad valorem

personal properly taxes, pursuant to Article IX, Section 5(c) of the Constitution of the State of

Illinois, which the Board of Education estimates will be set aside for the payment of the
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proportionate amount of debt service and pension or retirement obligations, as required by

Section 12 of the State Revenue Sharing Act, 30ILCS 115/12, is $0; and

WHEREAS, the aggregate amount of money heretofore transferred from the Working

Cash Fund to the Transportation Fund in anticipation of the Anticipated Taxes is $0; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the School District that the Board of Education

direct the School Treasurer to transfer $250,000.00 on deposit in the Working Cash Fund to the

Transportation Fund in anticipation of the collection of the Anticipated Taxes, such transfers to

be recognized and effective as ofMarch 9,2011.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of Itasca School

District No. 10, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Education hereby finds that all of the recitals contained in the

preambles to this Resolution are full, true and correct and does hereby incorporate them into this

Resolution by reference.

Section 2. The School Treasurer is authorized and directed to make an interfund loan in

the amount of $250,000.00 of moneys currently on deposit in the School District's Working

Cash Fund (the "Transferred Funds") to its Transportation Fund, such transfer to be recognized

and effective as of March 9, 2011.

Section 3. Upon receipt of the Anticipated Taxes, or any portion thereof, the School

Treasurer is hereby directed to reimburse the Working Cash Fund from said taxes until the full

amount of the Transferred Funds has been reimbursed to the Working Cash Fund. Upon full

reimbursement of the Working Cash Fund, the Treasurer is hereby directed to notify the Board of

Education in writing that the Working Cash Fund lms been fully reimbursed.

Section 4. The Transferred Funds shall be used solely to meet disbursements for those

purposes allowed for the Transportation Fund.
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Section 5. All other resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith be and the

same are hereby repealed, and this Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately and

forthwith upon its passage.

Approval ofthc Ratification of Amendments within the NDSEC Joint Agreement
and

Joint Agreement Resolution

March 9,2011

On Febnmry 14, 2011, the NDSEC Governing Board approved amendments to the
NDSEC Joint Agreement that move NDSEC's annual organizational meeting from
November to May in order to follow Board of Education elections. The amendments
become effective upon their ratification by two-thirds of the member districts' Boards of
Education (6 districts).

The Superintendent recommends that the Board of Education approve of the Ratification
of Amendments within the NDSEC Joint Agreement and Joint Agreement Resolution.

ARTICLE 11- ORGANIZATION AND OPERATION (cont'd)

STATEMENT OF GUIDING PRINCIPLES

There shall be a Governing Board of the NDSEC Special Education Cooperative composed of a
Board of Education member from each member district.

There shall be an Operational Board of the NDSEC Special Education Cooperative composed of
the Superintendents and Governing Board member fTOm each of the member districts.

The Governing Board shall mcet regularly to conduct the business functions of the organization
as outlined in Article II, Sections 1, A-F.

The Operational Board shall meet monthly to conduct other functions as delegated by the
Governing Board in accord with Article II, Section II, A-I' of this document.

SECTION 1 THE GOVERNING BOARD

A. Thc Governing Board shall be composed of onc member of the
Board of Education from each of the member districts. Each
membcr district Board of Education shall sclect a membcr of the
NDSEC Governing Board and an alternate member of the NDSEC
Governing Board. The alternate member shall exercise all rights
and perform all duties, including attending meetings and voting, of
the membcr whenever the member is unable to do so. Method for
selection of Governing Board members and alternate members
shall be at the discretion of each local Board of Education.
Governing Board members length of terms shall be for two years.
To facilitatc Board continuity, one-half (1/2) of the membership
shall be appointed for terms ending on odd years, with the
remaining terms to end on even ycars.

Terms of Board of Education members of districts having an odd
number, plus District 100, shall end in ~le ...effieef Ma) of odd­
numbered years; tcrms of Board of Education members of districts
having an even number (exccpt for District 100) shall end in
l'/s\"e'Tleer May of cven-numbered years.

ARTICLE II - ORGANIZATION AND OPERATION (cont'd)

TilE GOVERNING BOARD (cont'd)

A. The Governing Board shall scat new members and shall organize
each year at the }Je"emaer May meeting, electing a Chairperson
and Vice Chairperson and appointing a Secretary. It shall also
adopt and publi h a calendar 01' meeting dates for the ensuing
year.

B. The Governing Board shall meet regularly in March, May and
August liRa ~18\'emaer, with special meetings able to be called at
the request of the Chairperson or any four members of the
Governing Board.

C. The duties and responsibilities of the Governing Board shall be as
follows:

I. Shall be the final authority for NDSEC and shall conduct
the affairs of DSEC under the statutory authority granted
in the Illinois School Code.

2. Shall serve as Administrative Agent for NDSEC, acting on
behalf of member districts who shall grant such authority
by resolution of each member district Board of Education.

3. Shall adopt the annual budget, but may not levy taxes nor
authorize incurring of indebtedness which exceeds the
annual budget.

4. Shall set policies which govern NDSEC.

5. Shall pass on proposed amendments to these Articles of
Agreement.

6. Shall delegate operational responsibilities to the
Operational Board to conduct the business of the
organization.

7. Shall approve employment and tennination of
employment of the Chief Administrative Officer and other
personnel upon recommendation of the Operational Board.

8. Shall approve establishment of all NDSEC programs and
services, upon recommendation of the Operational Board.

9. Shall consider all other matters placed on the agenda.

D. A quorum shall be necessary for the Governing Board to conduct
business. A quorum shall consist of one-half (1/2) of the
Governing Board plus one.

E. All matters to be actcd upon by the Governing Board shall be
passed by a simple majority vote of members present when the
existence of a quorum has been established, unless otherwise
stated herein. Each Governing Board member shall have one
vote.

THE OPERATIONAL BOARD

A. Thc Operational Board shall bc composcd of the Superintendents
and the Governing Board members of the member school districts
ofNDSEC.

B. The Operational Board shall meet monthly and shall organize
cach year ffi at the ~le\'effl13eF May meeting, electing a
Chairperson and Vice Chairperson for the ensuing ycar. A
Secretary and Treasurer will be appointed for the ensuing year.
Newly elected and appointed officers shall assume office
immediately. The Operational Board shall adopt and publish a
calendar of meeting seheeule dates for the fells'""iRg ensuing year.

C. A quorum of the Operational Board shall be necessary to conduct
business. A qllorum shall consist of one-hal f (1/2) the districts
represented plus one.

D. The duties of the Operational Board shall be to carry out the
operational responsibilities ofNDSEC as delegated by the NDSEC
Governing Board.

E. All staff members employed by NDSEC shall require the approval
of the Director and the NDSEC Operational Board prior to
employment by the Governing Board.

F. Ad Hoc Committees of the Operational Board may be appointed
by the chairperson from time to time as deemed necessary and
appropriate by the chairperson.

ADMINISTRATIVE STRUCTURE

A. The Chief Administrative Ollicer shall be the Director of NDSEC,
hereinafter called the Director.

B. The Joint Agreement shall employ a full-time Director of Special
Education under a one-year or multi-year contract (no limit on the
number of years), but the contract shall not be for less than one
year.

C. The Director shall repol1 to the NDSEC Governing Board and the
Operational Board and shall implement all policies adopted by thc
Governing Board.
