RESOLUTION REGARDING THE AMOUNT
OF TAXES LEVIED FOR THE YEAR 2011

WHEREAS, the Truth in Taxation Act requires that if the final aggregate levy of the

district is more than 105% of the amount extended for the preceding year, public notice

shall be given within 15 days of the adoption of said levy; and

WHEREAS, the aggregate amount to be levied for 2011, exclusive of election costs
and bond and interest costs, does exceed 105% of the final aggregate levy extensions for

2010; and

WHEREAS, the amount of the aggregate levy for the year 2011 is $11,161,458.00;

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of Itasca School District No.

10, DuPage County, State of lllinois, as follows:

Section 1. Public notice shall be given in a newspaper of general circulation in the district,
which notice shall be not less than 1/8 page in size, with type no smaller than twelve (12)-
point, enclosed in a black border not less than 1/4-inch wide and in substantially the

l. The corporate and special purpose property taxes extended or abated for 2010 were
$9,660,447.18.

The proposed corporate and special purpose property taxes to be levied for 2011 are
$10,431,597.00. This represents a 7.98% (percent) increase over the previous year.

II. The property taxes extended for debt service and public building commission leases for
2010 were $706,270.90.

The estimated property taxes to be levied for debt service and public building commission
leases for 2011 are $729,861.00. This represents a 3.34% (percent) increase from the
previous year.

The corporate and special purpose property taxes extended or abated for 2010 were
$9,660,447.18.

The proposed corporate and special purpose property taxes to be levied for 2011 are

The property taxes extended for debt service and public building commission leases for
2010 were $706,270.90.

The estimated property taxes to be levied for debt service and public building commission
leases for 2011 are $729,861.00. This represents a 3.34% (percent) increase from the
previous year.

The estimated total property taxes to be levied for 2011 are $11,161,458.00. This
represents a 7.67% (percent) increase over the previous year.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF EDUCATION DIRECTING THE
SCHOOIL, TREASURER TO PARTIALLY ABATE AND PERMANENTLY
TRANSFER MONEYS FROM THE WORKING CASH II FUND TO THE

EDUCATIONAL FUND AND THEN TO THE OPERATIONS AND
MAINTENANCE FUND

WHEREAS, the Working Cash II Fund of Itasca School District No. 10, DuPage County,
Illinois (the “School District™), was duly created pursuant to Article 20 of The School Code of
Ilinois (the “School Code™), 105 ILCS 5/20-1 ef seq., for the purpose of enabling the School
District to have in its treasury at all times sufficient money to meet demands thereon for ordinary
and necessary expenditures for corporate purposes; and

WHEREAS, the School District presently has on deposit in its Working Cash II Fund
moneys in an amount not less than $5,919,321.38; and

WHEREAS, Sections 20-5, 20-9, and 20-10 of the School Code provide that the Board of
Education has the authority to make permanent transfers from the Working Cash II Fund to
another fund of the School District most in need of such funds from time to time; and

WHEREAS, it is in the best interest of the School District that the Board of Education
direct the School Treasurer to partially abate and permanently transfer a portion of the fund
balance in the Working Cash II Fund to the Educational Fund and then to make a transfer in that
same amount to the Operations and Maintenance Fund.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Education of Itasca School
District No. 10, DuPage County, Illinois, as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Education hereby finds that all of the recitals contained in the
preambles to this Resolution are full, true and correct and does hereby incorporate them into this
Resolution by reference.

Section 2. The School Treasurer is authorized and directed to partially abate and

permanently transfer moneys currently on deposit in the School District’s Working Cash II Fund

in the amount of $24,076.33 to its Educational Fund, such transfer to be recognized and effective
as of December 14, 2011.

Section 3. Upon receipt of the transfer to the Educational Fund, the School Treasurer is
hereby directed to transfer that same amount to the Operations and Maintenance Fund.

Section 4. The amounts transferred pursuant to this Resolution shall be used solely to
meet disbursements for those purposes allowed for the Educational Fund and the Operations and
Maintenance Fund.

Section 5. All other resolutions or parts of resolutions in conflict herewith be and the
same are hereby repealed, and this Resolution shall be in full force and effect immediately and
forthwith upon its passage.

BOE Action Memorandum FY12 - #29

K-Prep Student Fees and Course Offerings
December 14, 2011

In an effort to provide adequate funding to support the costs associated with
the K-Prep program, it is requested that student fees be increased.

In addition, it is recommended that an afternoon class session is offered on
Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays, along with continuing the existing morning
sessions. For the morning class, a minimum of 17 students and a maximum of
18 students will be the criteria for offering the class session. The criteria for the
afternoon class session will be a minimum of 10 students with a maximum of
11 students.

The recommended fee structure and required number of students are displayed
below.

K-PREP AM PM
Session Session

Mondays, Wednesdays, Fridays $1700 $1800

Minimum Number of Students 17 10

Furthermore, in-district and out-of-district students would be charged the same
amount for tuition. The timeline for allowing residence to enroll will continue to
be prior to the date in which out-of-district students are allowed to register. In-
district families may enroll their children on or after Tuesday, January 17th,
2012 at 8:00 a.m. at Benson Primary School. Out-of-district families will have
the opportunity to enroll their children on or after Friday, March 30, 2012 at
Benson Primary School. If the minimum number of students is not reached,
then that session (morning and/or afternoon session) will be canceled as of
Monday, May 14, 2012.

The Superintendent recommends that the Board of Education approve the
recommended increase in K-Prep student fees and offer K-Prep during the
morning and afternoon hours of the day (Mondays, Wednesday, Fridays) with
the designated minimum number of students.
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
